The Texas Maritime Museum has been educating visitors about the rich 

maritime history of Texas for over 20 years! View Texas history from 

exploration and settlement, to boatbuilding and shipbuilding, the search 

for offshore oil and gas, and finally to sports and commercial fishing. 

 

People have eaten local sea life since the beginning, but food caught from 

the Gulf of Mexico could not be taken somewhere else until the late 1800s. 

The railroads made it possible to send fresh sea food to faraway markets. 

Fish, shrimp and oysters were packed in crates and sandwiched between 

layers of ice as they rolled towards major cities within hours of being 

netted. 

During the following years, the fishermen refined their equipment and 

techniques. Sadly, some areas were fished too much. As a result, some 

types of boats, such as the Texas Scow Sloop, were outlawed. We have 

many rules now to protect our maritime wildlife and their natural habitat. 

On the 2nd Floor of the museum, you will see examples of tools used to 

catch a variety of animals from the Gulf of Mexico. The most common tools 

are fishing lures. These lures look like other animals that fish eat – 

sometimes other fish.
